# Integrate a holistic view of music from different times and places into their working and
intellectual lives.

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To be accepted into the Postgraduate Diploma in Music, students should normally have
completed an undergraduate degree with a major in music, with at least H2B (70%) in the
major, or equivalent documented professional experience of at least five years.

Application Procedure

Students are encouraged to provide as much detailed information in support of their application
as possible and to discuss their application with a member of the Academic Staff prior to
submission.

Certified transcripts of academic records at any tertiary institution other than The University
of Melbourne must be forwarded with the application. If the transcription is not in English, a
certified translation must also be provided.
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Audition

Applicants for the Performance, Instrumental/Vocal Teaching, and Early Music streams are
required to undertake an audition of 30 minutes.

Overseas and, where necessary, interstate students may submit a CD recording in place
of attending an audition. The CD is to be recorded in one session, must be uncut, and
accompanied by a statutory declaration stating that:

"This CD is submitted in application for the Postgraduate Diploma in Music (Early Music) course.
The performance is by the undersigned................ (Full name), has been recorded in one session
and is unedited.
