Subject Overview: This subject considers issues associated with the learning, teaching and assessment of
numeracy. A central focus is to determine what it means to be numerate; examination of this
question leads to a consideration of the relationship between numeracy and mathematics,
whether or not numeracy can be measured, and why numeracy has become a central issue in
education at this time. Students study and evaluate national and international programs and
reform movements intended to improve numeracy levels, and consider recent research results.
In particular, students investigate teaching practices and identify resources which enhance the
learning and teaching of numeracy.

Assessment: A critique or evaluation of a numeracy program (3,000 words), a minor assignment (1,500
words) and a major assignment (3,500 words).
