# be able to analyse and comment on cultural phenomena in scholarly terms;
# be able to conduct research and present findings using complex and differentiated forms of
expression;
# be able to participate in discussions about major contemporary social and political issues in
a cultural world not one's own.
Assessment: Two essays of 1500 words, 20% each (due mid-semester and end of semester), a 20-minute

individual class presentation, 20% (due end of semester), final written examination, 30% (due
during the examination period) and class participation 10% (throughout the semester).
