Subject Overview:

This subject builds on skills acquired in SWED10002 (Swedish Language & Culture 2B) and
comprises advanced language training, a survey of the history of the Swedish language, and
the study of selected prose from 1950 to the present. Students will further improve their ability
to communicate in Swedish with increasing fluency, accuracy and appropriateness in activities
involving the integrated use of listening, speaking, reading and writing. Furthermore, students
will gain insights into the historical, social and stylistic variation of the Swedish language.
