Assessment: Assessment is continuous and based on the following: Final draft script for a production 4-8
minutes due mid semeter one (50%); class exercises (total 1000 words minimum) (30%); class
and script tutorial participation* (20%). *Participation assessed on criteria of engagement, ability
to discuss and give/receuve feedback and teamwork skills). For this subject there is an 80%
attendance hurdle for workshops, classes, lectures and tutorials.
