Subject Overview:

Assessment: Production Placement Supervisor Reports (80%); Presentation of peer and self-assessment

reports (10%); participation in Production Placement seminar (10%). It is a requirement of
this subject that students attend a weekly production placement seminar with their supervisor
and with other students working in the same area. Successful completion of peer and self-
assessment reports is a hurdle requirement
