Subject Overview: Students will further develop their communicative abilities in Italian and their understanding
of Italian culture by engaging with authentic texts, written, spoken and audiovisual. A range
of media and activities will be used to explore key themes in modern Italian society. The
acquisition of structures such as the subjunctive and the passive will significantly extend
students’ ability to understand and discuss information and views in Italian in both spoken and
written form.

Objectives: Students who complete this subject will:

# have further developed their knowledge and understanding of the Italian language

# increase their understanding of contemporary Italian culture and society

# have improved their capacity to comprehend and to communicate in oral and written form in
Italian across an increasing range of topics and settings

# be familiar with an increasing range of texts, written, spoken and audiovisual, in Italian
