The subject
also examines skill dimensions for effective educational leadership and management, and the
assessment centre process as a means of measuring these skills. Students learn and examine
multiple assessment techniques and activities for measuring management and leadership
behaviour and evaluating performance. Knowledge of feedback skills and the development of
growth plans are also considered.
