Subject Overview: This subject allows students to study key aspects of Hispanic culture, primarily through the
analysis of specific literary texts and/or films. Students will also have the opportunity to study
the development of Hispanic society. By the end of the subject, students should have been
introduced to a number of literary texts and/or films in order to improve their standard of
comprehension and to gain some understanding of the process of literary/cultural criticism. They
should also have acquired the ability to examine critically various aspects of Hispanic history
and culture.

Learning Outcomes: # be familiar with relevant aspects of the socio/political and historical conditions of twentieth
century Latin America and Spain.

# appreciate the ways in which cultural production can reinforce and subvert particular
ideologies.

# appreciate the diversity of both political regimes and cultural expression of the Hispanic
World.

Assessment: One written test 25% (due mid-semester), one 1500 word essay 40% (due at the end of
semester), tutorial participation 10% (throughout semester), one 1/2 hour oral presentation
in class time 25% (due in the middle of semester). This subject has the following hurdle
requirements: Regular participation in tutorials is required with a minimum of 75% attendance.
All pieces of written work must be submitted to pass this subject. Assessment submitted late
without an approved extension will be penalised at 10% per day and in-class tasks missed
without approval will not be marked.
